There is another primary
specialty titled ,,Infectious
diseases and clinical
microbiology (ID-CM)“ with a
training duration of only five
years in Turkey. This is a
conflict, since sole Medical
Microbiology clerkship
duration is four years.
Another problem in that area
is that the graduates of ID-
CM specialty gain the right to
work in both infectious
diseases and clinical
microbiology areas although
they do not have any
obligatory clerkship
education in clinical
microbiology laboratory.
