EXAM:
The European Examination will take place on the May 23th 2022. The exact time will be communicated at a later date. 
This exam costs are €500, with a 50 % reduction (euro 250) for candidates who have participated in the PILOT in 2021.  The payment can be made after notification of acceptance. 
If the exam cannot be held for any unforeseen events or any legitimate and sensible reasons, it will be postponed to the best suitable later date.

The question format will be Multiple Choice, with single-best-answer questions.

The exam is open to candidates who are a Medical doctor, and are a trainee or consultant in Medical Microbiology. In addition, the country in which the consultant is employed or the trainee is training is a full member, associate member or observer member of UEMS (on https://uems-smm.eu/uems-smm/) . The trainees must have completed a minimum of 42 months (3.5 years) of full-time training in Medical Microbiology

A maximum number of 50 candidates will be accepted. The first complete applications received will be the first reviewed and if eligible, the first accepted.
